Firefox

Do you know how those browser windows always pile up? Have you ever wanted more than one home page? Probably the answer is yes. Well, now you can have lots of pages in one window and even have as many home pages as you want.

To get started, press the keystroke Ctrl + T. A new bar will appear along the top. This is called the Tab bar. You can switch between any pages you have open by clicking on the tab of that page. You can open a new tab anytime by right-clicking on the Tab bar and clicking New Tab.

 To make a multiple-tab home page, open all the pages you want in tabs, then go to Tools>Options. On the left there will be five tabs. Make sure you are on the General tab, then click the Use Current Pages button. Click OK and close the browser.

Press Ctrl + Shift + L to start a bullet list.

Notepad (One Time)

Want a journal that automatically inserts the time and date for you? Here it is. Go to Start>Run and type ‘notepad’. Type ‘.LOG’ on the top line (case sensitive) and close the file. Tell it to save it when it asks. Open it again and it will insert the time and date at the bottom of the document.
